ALL ANIMALS MUST CONFORM TO ALL STATE OF FLORIDAHEALTH RULES. Be sure to bring your current hbal
papers with you to the show.

Each exhibitor/owner must show his or her owimahor designate a show person.
All animals must be polled or dehorned befareeng the barn, although scurs are acceptable.

All exhibitors will be admitted through the kistock Gate to feed and care for their animld. OTHERS MUST PAY
GATE PRICE OR SHOW FAIR MEMBERSHIP CARD.

All vehicles used to service animals (sucheaslf must take place between the time the gatesamkone hour
before Fair opens to the public. ALL UNAUTHORIZBIEHICLES MUST BE MOVED OUTSIDE THE
FENCE ONE-HOUR BEFORE FAIR OPENS TO PUBLIC.
