All heifers and cows shown must be podligiviedividually identified as follows: Registerdatifers or cows as per association
requirements. Unregistered heifers and cows bycboanattoo, or Brucellosis Tag.

All youth heifers record books must be turned in &the exhibitor meeting on Monday of show weekrRecord book must
beqin on December 18, 2010

This show is open to any beef heifecmm except those containing more than fifty petckiry breeding.
Judging will be done on the modified Darfisfstem and the animals placed in blue, red orendribup.
Only blue ribbon animals will be eligible ¢tompete for championship.

Any exhibitor having performance records klde at the show from a recognized performanceéageprogram will receive an
additional $5.00 premium.

A culling judge will be present to sift anydesirable animals.
Each exhibitor must show their animal, unli® Livestock Chairman and Superintendent approether showman.
