2. The applicant must be a participant in one or more livestock shows of the Citrus County Fair
during the last two years.

3. The Scholarship must be used at an approved institution of higher education, within 2 years
of graduation from high school.

4. Theaward will be presented at an official activity of the Citrus County Fair.

5. Applicant must be in 4-H or FFA. The applicant may apply for the 4-H and/or FFA
Scholarship, provided they are a member in good standing of that organization, but can be
selected for only one scholarship.

6. The selection committee will require a personal interview with the applicant.

7. Theapplicant must complete an essay. The essay must accompany the applications. Thetitle
of the essay should be “Why | Would Like To Win This Scholarship.”
