
2012 CITRUS COUNTY FAIR ASSOCIATION 
YOUTH BEEF HEIFER & COW SHOW RULES & REGULATIONS 

 
 1.     Entries in show are restricted to regularly enrolled members of 4-H or FFA in Citrus County. 
 
2. (A) ENTRY FORMS will only be accepted at the mandatory meeting on Saturday, December 17th at 2 pm at the Livestock 

Complex. 
  
 (B) All show animals will be cared for at the exhibitor’s residence unless permission is granted by the Livestock Board for the 

animal to be cared for at another location. 
 

 (C) Exhibitor must have possession of their animal by registration date.  
 
 3.     All heifers and cows shown must be positively, individually identified as follows: Registered heifers or cows as per association 

requirements. Unregistered heifers and cows by brand, tattoo, Brucellosis Tag or Ear Tag. 
 
 4.     All youth heifers exhibitors completed record books must be turned in at the exhibitor meeting on Monday of show week. Record 

book must begin on December 17, 2011. 
 

 5.         This show is open to any beef heifer or cow except those containing more than fifty percent dairy breeding. 
 
 6.     Judging will be done on the modified Danish System and the animals placed in blue, red or white group. 
 
 7.    Only blue ribbon animals will be eligible to compete for championship. 
 
 8.   Any exhibitor having performance records available at the show from a recognized performance-testing program will receive an 

additional $5.00 premium. 
 
9.   A culling judge will be present to sift any undesirable animals. 
 
10.    Each exhibitor must show their animal, unless the Livestock Chairman and Superintendent approve another showman. 
 
11.    A showmanship contest will be provided for all shows.

14.  Exhibitor and Parent or Guardian, 4-H Leader, Agriculture Teacher, or responsible Adult must attend TOGETHER, 
one educational meeting during the project year. Exhibitor and Parent or Guardian, 4-H Leader, Agriculture 
Teacher, or responsible Adult must sign in to be given credit for attending. 

 
15.  Thank you letters for Buyers, Trophy Sponsors, Add-Ons and Belt Buckles must be in the Fair Office before a check 

will be issued to the Exhibitor.  Bring your letters to Barn Clean-up which is Saturday, April 14, 2012 or to the Fair 
Office before the Barn Clean-up date. Letters must be stamped, addressed and unsealed with your return address on the 
envelope.  Letters must be turned in to the designated person who will be posted, so your name will be removed from the 
list.  All money will be withheld until letters are written. Should deadline be missed there will be a $25.00 forfeit. (There 
is a sponsor address label on the bottom of the trophy.)  

 
16.  All exhibitors must leave animals in the barn for the duration of the show as determined by the Livestock 

Committee. 
 
17.  Age for class assignments will be based on age of animal as of the show date.
